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Five foreign languages are offered: Japanese, German, Korean, Spanish, and French. Freshmen may choose one language course from
these five to study. Sophomores may also select one language course from the same options. For Foreign Language (1) and (1), students
may choose to study the same language or different ones, but repeated enrollment in the same language is not allowed. Students from
the College of Foreign Languages are not permitted to enroll in freshman or sophomore language courses in their major language.
Additionally, international and overseas Chinese students are generally not allowed to take courses in their native or local languages.
Bachelor's degree freshmen have to pass “FOREIGN PROFICIENCY”, “INFORMATION CAPACITY” and “AESTHETIC
EDUCATION ACTIVITIES GRADUATION STANDARD?”. For the explanation of Graduation Standards, please refer to the website
of the General Education Center.

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Students are required to complete at least 18 credits from literature courses and 4 credits from English writing.
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Among the elective credits required for graduation, a maximum of 16 credits can be transferred from courses taken in other departments that
are not offered by this department. If a course is repeated, the credits will only be counted once.
